Coins - John Ratzenberger – It was Committee consensus to not order commemorative coins for the 50th Anniversary celebration. 
Parade - Jack Cooper was unable to attend the meeting – action items from this discussion:
- Application needed
- Who will carry the banner/Who will participate in the parade
- Who will toss out items

- What costumes to use, i.e., pirates, etc.; NC Aquarium may have some costumes that can be borrowed
- John will meet with Jack to finalize plans since the Parade is the first 50th Anniversary event
Ernie Bridgers from SNH

John Ratzenberger stated that Ernie Bridgers from SNH wants to use the 50th logo on their sweatshirts – Mr. Bridgers also has a business selling stickers, pins, napkins, etc.  – Committee consensus that Mr. Bridgers should contact Flying Fish as other businesses will do – they can always purchase T-shirts to wear over a sweatshirt.   Mr. Bridgers arrived a little later in the meeting and explained that he sells promotional products, at cost, to non-profit organizations such as churches, schools, etc. – he presented a list (attached) of all items his company sells. 

Susie Walters said that Russ Lay, in charge of promotions/advertising, will send out an email with an update to all  Committee members.

Summary (card) of all items to be sold on behalf of the 50th Anniversary needs to be ready for March 2011 when most of the businesses/stores are opening up.
Quilt/Jewelry raffle – include raffle tickets in stores, sell individually, etc.

Raffle tickets to be sold at $1 per ticket – no variations in order to maintain accountability
Peggy Saporito noted that for one month – end of Feb to end of Mar - is a quilt show at Festival Park in Manteo.
Cookbook - Sarah Downing reported that she has received 294 recipes to date; she has ordered the photographs for the book and is preparing comments to go with some of the recipes; she spoke with Steve at Manteo Booksellers who stated that cookbooks usually sell very well; Sarah said that she feels very good about the progress of the cookbook and the project in general.  The cost to the Town will be $6 each, sold to businesses for $8.50 - $9 each and retailed at $12 - $13 each.  She would like to see everything mailed to the printer by Feb 11.
Banners/Flags – Dwight Gregory stated that the banners have been ordered; flags have not yet been ordered as they are still being proofed for color but will be ordered soon; he reported 10 – 12 days for delivery. 
T-shirts – Susie mentioned the package to be put together to sell as a group to businesses; a listing with Nags Head businesses from the Chamber of Commerce was distributed.  Susie suggested Committee members identify the businesses they feel comfortable talking with about selling the items - and bringing for discussion at the next Committee meeting. 

Art – Kaye White (Jenni Jenkins is out of the country; Kerry Sanders is also an Art sub-committee member)
Commission piece of art is off the table as Jennette’s Pier is not interested.
Artists will receive letters inviting them to the reception on May 18th at Town Hall. 

What is still open is a narrative to go into the general 50th Anniversary flyer re: the May 18th event. 
Outdoor crowd gathering applications – Carolyn will prepare for both the May 18th Art Reception event and the Windmill Point site daytime festivities.  
Nags Head Elementary School student artwork – Marty Moore

Marty Moore reported on the April event at the NHES; she has spoken with Cindy Wise, a teacher at NHES; Marty stated that she was told to pick up the artwork by Monday, April 18th .  In addition the school does not want to display the artwork; she confirmed that any child in the school can participate – does not have to be a Nags Head resident; Michelle Gray noted that, from a previous event she was involved in, she has a permission form to present to the school to allow children to participate in the event; Susie Walters said that she would follow up on the event details as she works for the Board of Education and then get back in touch with Marty.

Majid Elbers and Kerry Sanders have both indicated they would be happy to judge the children’s artwork submissions.
June 14th – Susie Walters and John Gillam 
Daytime festivities at Windmill Point – John Gillam distributed a handout re: recent meeting with Boardwalk Attractions (Jody Cadwell) concerning setting up a carnival on site. 
The carnival will be set up on the Windmill Point site – no cost to the Town.  Insurance provided, tickets sold, operating rides, etc. will be done by carnival officials who are professionals.  
Some notes:

-  Restaurant building will be torn down soon (by May 1st) 
- June 12 – June 18 are the tentative dates – 6 days – Sun thru Sat – for the carnival
- Need to prepare a plat of the property so everything, including local vendor “midway”, can be mapped out
- A detailed June 14th program (Opening Ceremony) is needed.
- Michelle Gray pointed out that presentation of the Lightkeeper award will take place at the Opening Ceremony. 
– Open up carnival rides earlier in the day on June 14th – soon after a 12 noon ceremony.
Evening event at Jennette’s Pier - John Gillam said he would coordinate the food event on June 14th at Jennette’s Pier – evening event is from 6 – 10 pm; food event can be either a “taste of the beach” or a specific restaurant type of event; the total for food/drink per person for the evening is $27.50 (tickets are $50 each).
DCTB grant – Susie said that she feels it is important for the Committee and for the Town’s goodwill – to apply for a DCTB grant for the festivities, if a grant is received, all 14 DCTB members would be invited and sent a free Pier evening event ticket; John Ratzenberger explained that his main concern is the possible 14 DCTB tickets to the pier events that would be taken away from 14 Nags Head residents that may want to attend; a limited number of tickets will be sold.
