Assistant Committee Chair - John Ratzenberger – needs a deputy/assistant Chair to sit in when he is not able to attend Committee meetings - Later in the meeting Sarah Downing informed the Committee that she would be willing to sit in – to chair Committee meetings only – if/when John is out of town.
June 14th Social event – John reported that Comr. Sadler has confirmed that Jennette’s Pier has penciled in June 14th for the Town’s 50th Birthday social event – the Board of Commissioners has also approved beer/wine/champagne for the event; it will be a “mingler” event with a DJ with background music – the Alcohol Beverage Commission (ABC) will require that a one-time permit for that event be procured; tickets to the event will be sold - Toni Parker pointed out that the cost to rent the NC Aquarium for a one-time event is approximately $1,000.
ACTION:  Carolyn Morris is to look into obtaining a horse/nag for use during the 50th anniversary events
ACTION:  Carolyn Morris is to check with Roberta Thuman re: cost of rider policy for one-day cottage homes tour
April Art and Homes Tour - Some discussion of the April Art Show and April Cottage Homes Tour. 
Fundraising quilt - John – quilters for raffle quilt are Nags Head residents – quilt size is 88” X 100” – this is a committee fund-raising event to offset some of the costs.  The Town has budgeted $5,000 for all events.
ACTION:  Susie Walters – will check with Outer Banks Visitors Bureau re: obtaining/applying for a grant
ACTION:  John is to speak with Jennette’s Pier/NC Aquarium re: possibility of utilizing pier for entire day on the 14th 
ACTION:  John is to speak with Jewelry By Gail - Gail Kowalski – to see if she will act as art coordinator for April Art Show 
ACTION:   Members are to obtain historical photos – to be determined later what to do with them; possibly prepare a PowerPoint presentation; include a “Social” history of the Town
Sarah Downing’s book on history of Outer Banks is now in its third printing – discussion of a book signing
ACTION:  John is to speak with artists James Melvin/Susanne Tate to see if they are interested in participating in the May NHES school activities 
ACTION:  Carolyn is to obtain all Nags Head Mayor photographs – for inclusion in a colláge
Town Birthday Logo - Sarah Downing presented proposed logos (see below) – it was Committee consensus to approve the colorful and the black/white logos for the birthday event.  The Birthday Logo and a Press Release can be included on the Town’s web page dedicated to the Committee/Birthday. 
ACTION:  Carolyn is to ask Town Attorney John Leidy what the Committee needs to do in order to purchase the Town Anniversary logo – and to obtain a copyright.  Logo is to be included on T-shirts, stickers, banners, flags, etc.
