Welcome - Sarah Downing

Sarah welcomed everyone to the meeting

She reported on The Lost Colony who may be interested in participating in a Nags Head Birthday evening
She presented the final Logo to members and provided the invoice to Carolyn for payment
Action:  Carolyn is to email all members the final Logo

T-Shirts – Susie Walters

Flying Fish Co – cost is based on number of T-shirts – initial order of 3 doz with our seed money – Flying Fish will contribute set up and colors – we’ll utilize select businesses to sell the T-shirts; we need to get shirts out to the public by January 1, 2011; Members chose six (6) colors for the T-shirts: Carolina blue, black, white, sport gray, yellow haze,  serene green

Flags – Toni Parker

Toni – she reviewed her handout with information on three (3) flag companies
Feather flags to be flown on Town entrance signs; No streamers on flags
Other items such as kuzzies, and stickers (similar to OBX stickers) will also be available
Anna Sadler - suggested that the Town allow flags to be flown the entire year of 2011 – with no restrictions from the Town, i.e., no effect on lot coverage, etc. for any business – only for the 50th Birthday flags and only for 2011
Action:  Carolyn is to make a note to have brought up at an upcoming Board meeting allowing flags with no restrictions during 2011
Action:  When flags and T-shirts are available, Carolyn is to include this info on a Town email broadcast 

Action:  Toni and Susie are moving forward with an order for flags (200 flags ordered from cheapest of three (3) local companies – with amount of 200, she will be able to obtain quotes, and T-shirts (3 doz) from Flying Fish Co.
March - Jack Cooper agreed to serve as interim chair of St. Patrick’s Day Parade committee
Action:  Carolyn to ask Christie if we can use her pony in the St. Patrick’s Day Parade in March 2011.

April or May event – A student Art Show at NH Elementary School and a Town Hall reception with local artists
Committee members agreed to scale down art event/competition to a one-day art tour – for more manageability 
Art at Town Hall - Have tour at Town Hall with artists to talk about their work – hold reception (with refreshments) in lobby/outside on porch; provide a “meet and greet” with the actual artists – 4 – 7 pm 
Action:  Sarah will contact Majid Elbers, former chair of the Town’s Art Committee to discuss art tours – may include tours by Town Art Committee members in addition to having actual artists present
Art at Nags Head Elementary School - Marty and Sarah to meet on Tuesday, September 28th  with the NHES principal to discuss either an April or a May event.   Marty agreed to be NHES Art Event Chair.
June 14th
Susie agreed to chair June 14th events
Toni agreed to be Publicity Chair; she mentioned that posters will be needed listing all main events.
Committee members would like a tour of Jennette’s Pier site so they can better picture the layout of events for June 14th. 

Action:  Carolyn is to ask Town Mgr Cliff Ogburn to contact Chip Hemingway to ask for a tour during the day – possibly for the September 23rd Committee meeting

Morning event – 10 am – 3 pm – Includes Opening Ceremony

Activities:  sand sculpting; Magic Mike, music by local artists possibly for an hour at a time, skim boarding contest
Evening event - 7 – 10 pm – Will be catered, includes band/music, formal birthday cake cutting
Susie is working on DCTB advertising grant to help provide funding assistance and to make sure the events are added to the DCTB Calendar of events. 

Cookbook

Sarah agreed to Chair the Cookbook Committee – she has taken on similar tasks in the past

Anna Sadler - attendees to the events need something to take with them – cookbooks are very popular
Use Town web site as repository for collecting recipes; historical photos and true stories will be interspersed throughout the cookbook; Town of Kill Devil Hills and St. Andrews By The Sea cookbooks were mentioned as examples.
