Kerry Sanders, as an addition to the Art sub-committee, and Russ Lay as Public Relations contact, were welcomed and introduced.  
Flags, Stickers, and Banners
Flags - Dwight Gregory – Flags need a lead time of 12 – 13 days; see attached handout.

Dwight suggested going to a vendor one time with all anniversary items:  cookbooks, flags, t-shirts, etc.  
Russ Lay is to meet with Dwight re: obtaining another quote - from Flying Fish.
ACTION – Dwight is to check on the details/mechanics of the flags.

Stickers – as listed on attached handout with flag info; maybe stickers can be given to children along parade route. 

Banners – to be used for each Town entrance sign and one for the windmill point site festivities on June 14th, one for the school, one for the parade.    Final measurements/locations needed for the banners – known locations to place the banners include:  Eighth Street and Beach Road, S Old Oregon Inlet Road and US 158, end of S Nags Head (SR 1243), Little Bridge.

It was Committee consensus to order 6 banners – talk to Cliff Ogburn about adding more to the total. 
Kerry Sanders suggested sending a card to all businesses listing the items to be sold for the 50th anniversary. 

June 14th events

The Old Enough To Know Better Band is to play 7 – 10 pm at Jennette’s Pier on June 14th for the evening festivities.    Daytime festivities are to take place at the former Windmill Point site.

March St. Patrick’s Parade Participation

According to Jack Cooper who has spoken with Mike Kelly, it does not matter how many people participate – all who participate must be in some type of historical Nags Head costume – put Town Lightkeepers/older folks/all mayors in some type of transportation; there is an application form to be filled out for the parade.  
Cookbook

Sarah Downing said that the Outer Banks Voice has promoted the cookbook and she has received over 150 recipes – 250 is her goal – she would like to offer several prices for the cookbooks; can the Town sell the cookbooks and all items pertaining to the 50th anniversary on its web site – or at least note where the products can be purchased? 
Susie Walters said she would obtain a Chamber of Commerce business list for everyone to use.
May 18th Art Reception event
Kaye White – reviewed the May 18th Town Hall Art Reception budget with members - $600 based on 150 persons (total) – event is 4 – 7 pm at Town Hall on Wednesday, May 18th.   The Board of Commissioners meet on that date  at 7:30 pm.   Kaye asked if a flyer would be prepared for all of the 50th Anniversary events.
Kaye and Jenni Jenkins (co-chairs) will try to involve as many of the artists that contributed to the Town’s art collection as possible; invitations will be sent to all artists; only the winners of the NHES school art competition will be displayed at the Town Hall Art event – no event is to take place at the Outer Banks Hospital.

Special invitation to former Mayor Bob Muller who originated the Town’s permanent art collection in the late 1990’s; art sub-committee will handle making sure Bob Muller, Bob Oakes, etc. are invited.

ACTION – Carolyn is to prepare and distribute to Kerry Sanders a list of all former Town Art Committee members.
ACTION – Carolyn is to send the Committee’s seal/logo to Russ Lay – in either 230 x 230 or 160 x 160 pixels.

June 14th events
Susie Walters said she hopes to have a final budget for the June 14th events at the next meeting – she and John Gillam met with Cliff Ogburn re: use of a carnival on the Windmill Point site for the daytime festivities and Cliff approved the concept – the carnival would take place in conjunction with the vendors also on site; she is still gathering prices on the daylong carnival events – staff is also behind these events.
Susie pointed out that Cliff has been in contact with DCTB Director Lee Nettles who is anxious to see some activities take place at the Windmill Point site – to apply for a DCTB grant would mean 14 tickets for the DCTB chair/officials and the grant application needs to be submitted three (3) months in advance; the good will this would garner with the County would be worth more than the cost of the 14 tickets; Susie noted that the grant could include all of the 50th Anniversary events.   
For the June 14 evening event at Jennette’s Pier – the cost is approximately $7,000 which encompasses food and the Old Enough To Know Better band; Susie and Russ Lay will continue looking into a DCTB grant for the events – it was noted that the Windmill Point daytime festivities may involve carnival activities for several days rather than just June 14th.  

John is not in favor of a week-long carnival event and he is also not in favor of involving a DCTB grant.

Cookbook
It was Committee consensus to approve Sarah’s request to casually approach businesses that may sell the cookbook.
