St. Patrick’s Parade – March 2011 event - Jack Cooper reported that he recently met with Mike Kelly who he is very supportive of the Committee being in the St. Patrick’s Parade – being the lead float is possible if the Committee can come up with a memorable float; Marty Moore said that Neil Harris from Owens Restaurant is willing to help the Committee with a float design and would be a big help; Marty said she would speak with Neil Harris to see if he could attend the Committee’s next meeting.

Nags Head Elementary School Event – April 2011 event - Marty Moore said that the NHES principal rescheduled their meeting to October 26th – the meeting is to discuss the April 2011 school art competition event; At that time, Marty will also be meeting with art teachers at the school; Sarah Downing said that she will also be meeting with the music teachers at the school to put the Town’s 50th Anniversary Song, written by Sarah, to music.

Art tours at Town Hall  - May 2011 event – Sarah is to contact former Town Artwork Selection Committee Majid Elbers  – Sarah said Kaye Harris and Kerry Sanders to be involved in the tours – John Silver – draft a letter to the artists with artwork in the Town to attend the meet-and-greet on May possibly the third week in May – maybe in conjunction with BOC mid-month meeting – Majid and Kerry Sanders to co-chair.

T-shirts – Carolyn Morris is to pay the Flying Fish Co invoice for the initial order of T-shirts; a complimentary T-shirt will be presented to each Board member at the Board of Commissioners’ October 6th meeting; at that time an update on the Committee’s plans will be presented by Susie Walters and Sarah Downing.

After the T-shirts are presented to the Board of Commissioners, Susie Walters will take the T-shirts to the local businesses for selling – the only persons who will receive free T-shirts are the Board members and the Town Manager; each business owner goes through Flying Fish T-shirt Company purchase.  A “suggested retail cost” is to be included for each shirt.  T-shirts will be marketed and provided for sale after Board members receive their T-shirts on October 6th.

Flags – Tabled until next meeting when Toni Parker is present; Susie reported that the Beach Road Committee has met re: flags/banners being displayed on utility poles – Anna Sadler will request at the Board of Commissioners October 6th meeting to fly Town Anniversary flags during 2011 without restrictions – Hanging a banner along US 158 was also discussed.

June 14, 2010 Events – Magic Mike is confirmed to perform; several bands for committee members to review – Tenspot.com ($2,700) from Virginia Beach; Slapwater band from Newport News; local band Old Enough To Know Better.   The band would be for the evening event at the pier for approximately a five-hour period of time; it was suggested that a bid process take place prior to settling on one specific band; Carolyn is to find out from NC Aquariums the fee for the use of the pier room – does this fee include the entire building or just the one room?   Susie Walters reported that John Gilliam, familiar with party planning, will chair the June 14th evening events.

Anniversary Cookbook – The Cookbook Company has not yet sent Sarah the “kit” needed to prepare the cookbook; she has started to compile a few items such as quotes, etc. for the book – Carolyn is to coordinate with Sarah an article for the upcoming Town Newsletter (online version of Nags Head Lines) – suggestion by Sarah Downing for the Title of the Cookbook (for display below the Logo) is “Fifty Years And Still Cooking”; Carolyn is to coordinate a Press Release as well as include the article on the Town’s web site; Sarah said she would like to contact Colleen Oaksmith, owner of one of the historic Soundside Road cottages, for photos for use in the Cookbook.
