April Nags Head Elementary School event on April 20th 
Congratulations were given to Marty Moore for the great job she did in coordinating with Nags Head Elementary School (NHES) officials, students, teachers, Committee members, judges, and Town officials for the student artwork contest.  Mayor Oakes and Comr. Sadler both participated in the presentations on April 20th.
Art Reception on May 18th 
Kaye White reported on the May 18th Artist Reception; while everything is on schedule for the reception, she expressed her concern that the public has no idea of the artwork tours with artists and docents every Tuesday and Thursday from 2 – 4 pm in May as well as the May 18th reception – She said further that the artists, former mayors, commissioners have been invited – but the public is uninformed. 
Russ Lay is to provide some publicity about the artwork tours during the month at Town Hall and about the Outer Banks Hospital artwork tour on Friday, May 13th from 9 – 12 Noon.  At 5 pm on May 18th former Nags Head Mayor Bob Muller will provide a history of the Town’s artwork collection - Jenny Jenkins is to ask Bob Oakes to introduce Bob Muller.  
Kaye White reported that 23 artists have responded that they will attend the reception; a final reminder note from co-chairs Kay and Jenny will be mailed soon.  Jenny Jenkins stated that refreshments will be provided for approximately 150 persons; Marty Moore will arrange for the winning student artwork pieces to be displayed at Town Hall.  Jenny and Kaye are also working on the setup and cleanup for the reception.   Carolyn is to arrange for the three (3) tables with tablecloths and a punch bowl to be set up in the second floor lobby reception area.

Tanger Outlet Mall event on May 12th
John Ratzenberger reported on the upcoming Tanger Outlet Mall event – on Thursday, May 12th from 12 – 5 pm –

A table will be set up at the Mall to sell 50th Anniversary items – this will coincide with the Mall’s management efforts to be included in the Guinness Book of World Records by having at least 300 people take a bite out of a dessert exactly at 3 pm. Carolyn is to arrange for two (2) tables from Town Hall to be used at the Mall.

A change to the Opening Ceremony program – Included will be a short presentation, right after the keynote speaker address, to reveal the establishment of a Fire Relief Fund Trustee Board scholarship fund.
