Banners - John Ratzenberger reported that the 50th Anniversary banners are now installed at the Town entrance signs/locations; he will be reviewing the banner located at the north Town entrance sign near the ABC liquor store – the banner may need to be lifted.  
Windmill Point Carnival - The Windmill Point site Carnival is back on with the original carnival contacts.  Fire Chief Kevin Zorc has coordinated a contract with the carnival company which will go before the Board of Commissioners for approval. 
Parade - Jack Cooper reported:  The 50th Anniversary unit will lead the parade; Jack will provide information to Carolyn to send out an email to all members; all walkers are to be dropped off at the Bladen Street Beach Access (just south of Tortuga’s) between 11:30 – 12:00 Noon on Sunday, March 20th; large entries have a different location; Glenn Eure has agreed to be in the parade.  

Windmill Point ceremonies - Jack reported that Pastor Phil Glick of St. Andrews By The Sea will provide the invocation at the daytime Windmill Point opening ceremonies.  
April NHES poster contest - Marty Moore provided an update on the April Nags Head Elementary School poster contest event.
May Art Reception - Kaye White updated the committee on the May Art Reception; special invites were discussed; Carolyn is to prepare letters inviting the Town Artwork Committee members to the reception. 
Windmill Point carnival - Susie Walters said that Fire Chief Kevin Zorc is laying out a detailed site plan for vendors at the Windmill Point site; there will be no fee for the vendors who will be on a first-come, first-serve basis from anywhere on the Outer Banks – they do not have to be from Nags Head; volunteers are needed to man the ticket booth (as a citizen - not as a committee member) from 5:30 to 11:30 pm each night of the carnival; sign-up sheets will be needed not only for the ticket booth but for the committee tent, and for parking lot attendants.   
Items for sale - Committee members are to contact businesses to sell the 50th anniversary T-shirts, flags, etc.; If a business signs up to sell, please notify John so that the business can be added to the Town’s web site. 
Michelle Gray is to pick up an additional 30 flags from Print Plus to have on hand at Town Hall. 
Sarah Downing reported that the Anniversary Cookbook is expected to be available the end of April/beginning of May.

Jennette’s Pier Gala - Susie Walters reported that John Gilliam is currently in Florida but things are on schedule for the June 14th Jennette’s Pier evening event; there are currently four (4) restaurants willing to participate in the event. 
Raffle tickets - Raffle ticket for local Ocean Waves Quilt/Jewelry By Gail jewelry control log – John explained the process for the raffle tickets – which must all be returned by June 9th – 

Stores can sell the tickets also – need to have control of the raffle tickets/log which will be kept at Town Hall by Michelle Gray or Carolyn Morris. 
The “Nags Head Ocean Waves” anniversary quilt will be at the Quilt Fair at Roanoke Island Festival Park until March 26th after which time it will be on display at Town Hall. 
Publicity - Committee members spoke of the need for more publicity via the use of newspapers, brochures, Town web site and web site links, etc. 

Michelle Gray mentioned the flyer/brochure that Print Plus has offered to prepare professionally for a minimal price.   Peggy Saporito pointed out that the Outer Banks Visitors Center and Chamber of Commerce need to be provided copies of the brochure when prepared. 

Donation from NC Dominion Power - Michelle Gray reported on the $1,000 donation from NC Dominion Power.
