· John distributed a copy of the memo that was mailed to numerous Nags Head restaurants and catering companies inviting them to participate in the 50th Anniversary Reception at Jennette’s Pier. He explained in the memo the budget is $2.50 per person in hopes of having at least four restaurants/catering companies to participate.  
· Ticket sales for the evening event at Jennette’s Pier will be sold at Town Hall only; no comp tickets will be distributed with a maximum of 200 tickets being sold only to Nags Head residents.
· Party favors - Susie Walters reported that napkins, koozies, gold coins, etc. for all events are being decided upon. 
T-shirts – Susie brought an assortment of t-shirt colors and sizes for Michelle to put on display at Town Hall.  She mentioned that some restaurants/businesses may not be interested in selling our t-shirts/items as they are only interested in selling their own t-shirts. This was discussed further and it may be determined to sell the t-shirts, flags, stickers, etc. at Town Hall and during the event on-site only.
