Tuesday, June 14th Activities – John Gillam and Susie Walters reported.   John Gillam distributed to Committee members a listing of proposed activities for June 14th (attached).
ACTION – Carolyn is to verify insurance for the Old Enough To Know Better band
ACTION - John Ratzenberger is to verify occupancy limits of the Jennette’s Pier evening event area

Evening event at Jennette’s Pier – Need to be out of the Pier building by 11 pm; evening event is 6 – 10 pm; John Gillam will bring a sample ticket (least expensive) to the next meeting for review.

Old Enough to Know Better Band – is preparing a contract for their performance – can they play soft/background music for a portion of the time? 

ACTION - Jack is to check and see if the band price increases if they play for four instead of 2.5 hours.

Daytime events at Windmill Point property – Opening Ceremony/Welcome (BOC/dignitaries/staff present) to take place at 10 am; After Town gift is unveiled at 10 am, activities, vendors (from all of the Outer Banks but preference given to Nags Head vendors) will take over; Quilt/jewelry raffle drawing to take place at 2 pm. 
ACTION – Are permits needed for vendors for Windmill Point property site?

ACTION – Look into port-a-johns for the Windmill Point property site.

ACTION – Carolyn is to make sure new members are added to the Committee email distribution list.
May 18, 2011 Art Reception at Town Hall – Jennie Jenkins and Kaye White reported.  Artist reception at Town Hall on May 18th from 3 – 7 pm (prior to Board of Commissioners mid-month meeting which starts at 7:30 pm) – Invitations to be issued to all participating artists – Former Town Art Committee members will be docents; Suggestion to recognize the artwork on display at the Outer Banks Hospital (Jennie to check with Hospital President to verify this is okay); Jennie asked if the Committee is interested in having a piece of art commissioned to hang permanently at Jennette’s Pier; have docents available at Town Hall on other days in May also such as Tuesdays and Thursdays from 2 – 4 pm (as an example).
ACTION – Jennie/Kaye are to provide additional details to include estimated budget. 

ACTION – Anna is to find out if the Pier would be able to accept a free painting from the Town.
March 2011 St. Patrick’s Parade – Jack Cooper reported.  He spoke recently with Mike Kelly – the Committee’s float will lead the parade; Anna said that she has emailed all BOC members requesting their participation; Need to get flag company to make a banner; need others in addition to the Board members; Gail suggested an open casting call to all Nags Head residents to dress the part and participate.
ACTION – Jack is to check with Mike Kelly re: number of people allowed to walk in the parade; can we throw gold chocolate wafers to the crowd?
April 2011 Nags Head Elementary School (NHES) Art Event – Marty Moore reported.  The event is to take place toward the end of April; She has spoken with NHES Art Teacher Cindy Wise – the students have paintings as well as two- and three-dimensional artwork – Ms. Wise is to go to the Outer Banks History Center and choose historical photos to include in a PowerPoint presentation to motivate students to participate; include as part of the May Art reception at Town Hall the children’s winning artwork; Committee members suggested asking local banks to provide savings bonds to the winning artists; John Ratzenberger asked for a paragraph describing the school artwork event/plans for inclusion on the Town’s website.

ACTION – Make sure the children’s artwork can be hung at Town Hall and that BOC members will be the judges.  
ACTION - John Ratzenberger is to talk to Russ Lay re: publicity for the 50th Anniversary events. 

Flags – John Ratzenberger reported.  He spoke with Rick Haley from Print Plus – Get prices from Print Plus and then determine quantity to order after that point – standard 3’ X 5’ flags – Dwight Gregory offered to serve as Flag Committee chair.  

ACTION – Need Banner made for Parade

ACTION – Sarah is to find a logo to place on the Town’s entrance signs

T-shirts – Susie Walters reported.  She has T-shirt order forms with prices listed; She and Jack are going to visit businesses that sell T-shirts; individual businesses fill out/fax to/pay the Flying Fish T-Shirt Co; Flying Fish then pays the Town its portion; minimum order is 6 dozen. 
Cookbook – Sarah Downing reported.  She has 60 recipes but she needs more – deadline is the end of December.

ACTION - Carolyn is to get from Sarah the cookbook handout and include the handout information on the Town’s email broadcast – along with the December 31st deadline date – in an upcoming email broadcast.  
Gift for the Town – The Town gift of a plaque/canvas of the four (4) Town Halls was discussed.  

DCTB Grant – Committee members briefly discussed the possibility of applying for a DCTB grant to help with costs; one of the requirements for a grant is providing free tickets to DCTB officials/Board members which would mean donating approximately 14 tickets at $50 each;  Susie Walters described some of the requirements of the grant such as advertising in an out-of-Town paper and including the DCTB logo on all event-related information.
