Report on Artwork Selection Committee Meeting of March 8, 2006

ARTISTS LISA COOPER AND GLEN DODENHOFF

Committee members unanimously passed a motion to purchase Hooked Up by artist Glen Dodenhoff for the price of $1200 if determination is made that the artwork is an original work.   After the meeting, Chair Majid Elbers spoke with both artists and determined that the artwork was original.  

PLACEMENT OF BODIE ISLAND LIGHTHOUSE and FRAMING OF NAGS HEAD WOODS BY MIKE HOGAN

The Committee unanimously passed a motion that Bodie Island Lighthouse by artist Mike Hogan be placed in the new South Nags Head Fire Station #21 due to its proximity to the Lighthouse.    It was Committee consensus that Nags Head Woods by artist Mike Hogan be taken to custom framer Lynn Atkins to be framed with a simple black frame with glare-free, UV-protective glass.

STATUS OF ART COMMITTEE FUNDING

Majid Elbers explained the status of the existing funds for the art committee.  The Town's Finance Dept. did not transfer $20,000 to the art committee line item last year when the Board of Commissioners allocated the funds.  Ms. Morris pointed out that this was an oversight and not intentional.  Legally, the current Board would have to re-allocate the funds and they have thus far not opted to do that.  

After purchase of Hooked Up by Glen Dodenhoff and reframing of Front Row Seats by Jean Moore and reframing of Nags Head Woods by Mike Hogan, there is approximately $700 left in the art committee's line item.  The Committee will be kept informed of the status of the funding for the committee.
