Windmill Point site carnival - John Ratzenberger reported on the Carnival event at Windmill Point site – Kevin Zorc assured Committee members that there will definitely be a carnival for the Town’s 50th Anniversary Celebration.  
Detailed site plan requested – Susie Walters asked for a plat of the Windmill Point site that is detailed so members can begin arranging for vendors – 12’ X 12’ sites – Kaye White thought approximately 20 vendors was mentioned to plan for at a previous meeting.

Overtime for Town police officers is to be budgeted – Police Chief’s estimate is approximately $1,200. 
Volunteers are needed to act as parking lot attendants at the Windmill Point site for each evening of the carnival.
Town Gift/Displays/Historical photographs – the Town will make space/photos/material available for use by volunteers to work in the first-floor Police Training Room during the day or night or on weekends. 
ACTION:  Anna Sadler suggested sending out an email to see which members could help with the gift and collage of historical photos – she also said to add Carol and Dick Clauson to the list; Susie suggested a board/colláge for each decade.
Raffle tickets for the Jewelry By Gail and the Ocean Waves hand-made quilt will be sold soon at Town Hall; Russ Lay (Outer Banks Voice) and the Outer Banks Sentinel will provide links at their sites to the Town’s web site.
Parade - Jack Cooper – T-shirts at Town Hall for those who will be participating in the Parade - Carolyn is to invite current/past commissioners/Lightkeepers; Michelle Gray is to use the lightweight Festival of Thanksgiving lantern for the horse’s neck.
ACTION:  Staff is to confirm the live horse, bubble gum coins, dollar store buckets to carry the gum, and Town truck are available for the March 20th Parade; Carolyn is to bring the front-design T-shirts and Jack is to bring parade instructions to the March 10th Committee meeting. 

ACTION:   Staff is to pick up the flags from Print Plus and have them installed at the Town buildings (Town Hall, Public Works, Fire Stations #16 and #20).

Items For Sale at Town Hall – For the items sold at Town Hall, i.e., cookbook, T-shirts, stickers, flags, etc, - no taxes are to be paid separately – tax is to be taken out of the item cost (Finance Officer will determine).   

ACTION:  Staff is to contact the Board of Commissioners to see if any of them would be interested in serving as Emcee/Master of Ceremonies, Keynote Speaker, Toast-giver (written by Sarah Downing) during the 50th Anniversary Celebrations; Anna recommended Russ Lay or Ralph Buxton as candidates.  Michelle Gray provided a draft program for the June 14th Opening Ceremony. 

June 14th Opening Ceremonies at Windmill Point site - Jack is to contact the new priest from St. Andrews By The Sea – Pastor Phil Glick – to determine his availability in providing the invocation; Opening Ceremonies will also include light music from Sue Artz, and the Nags Head song (written by Sarah Downing).  

Marty Moore was not present but it was reported on Marty’s behalf that the Town’s Birthday cake has been ordered from Just Desserts at a very minimal cost of $185.  Marty is to pick up and deliver the cake to the pier on June 14th.
