Susie Walters – Susie stated that if a carnival is planned for the future, there should be no two (2) vendors of “like” food – also have pedestrians walk through the vendor site on the way to the carnival

Tanger Outlet Mall management flew the 50th Anniversary Banner during the Celebration Opening Ceremony

John suggested gathering all names of those to recognize and then determining how to thank them

· John wants to be able to hand over to the Dare County Tourism Board/OB Visitors Bureau a list of experience gained by the Committee from using the Windmill Point site; Cliff agreed stating that the DCTB would probably appreciate knowing what worked and what didn’t

· Gail Kowalski – suggested two (2) ferris wheels – one for ocean and one for sound views

· For future events – it would be good to have Police presence; It would be good to have electricity 
· There was no plan for photography – John asked Committee members or if they knew someone who had taken photos during the carnival events
· Kevin Brinkley said his only area of concern was the parking

· Susie suggested the possibility of a shuttle service to assist with some of the parking issues
· Cliff noted that any future T-shirt orders must be ordered from Flying Fish T-Shirt Co
