Report of Parks and Recreation Committee discussion
Chairman Buxton introduced Elizabeth Teague, the new Planning Director for the Town.
David Elder presented the youth survey to the Committee.  The Committee reviewed the survey and decided that only youth under the age of 18 should be given the survey.  The Committee also worked through the survey to gear the questions more towards youth.
Elizabeth Demers discussed the Older Adult sub-committee.  She stated the Baum center has approximately 2,000 older adult’s ages 60-75 go through their doors each month. Access to a swimming pool is something that the older adults using the Baum Center desired. She stated the Older Adult sub-committee believes there are plenty of recreational activities for older adults.

Brendan Strum stated the Facilities sub-committee had nothing new.  He stated he hoped Tim White, the Dare County Parks and Recreation Director, could come speak to the Committee once we get the youth survey results and hold the public meeting.

Elizabeth Teague informed the Committee the Town is considering applying for a grant to extend the multi-use path on Hwy 158.  The Committee supports the application and stated they would like to see the Hwy 158 multi-use path extended and the NC 12 multi-use path repaired in several places.

Planner Angela Welsh showed the Committee maps she has completed for the Plan.  The Committee suggested she reference the future extension of the US 158 multi-use path.  They also asked her to check to see if the Town owned the sound access behind Jockey’s Ridge.
The Committee decided to hold a Public Meeting in the Board Room at 6:00 on May 16, 2011.  The purpose of the meeting is to gather public input about recreational needs for citizens in the Town.  All committee members are encouraged to attend.
The Youth sub-committee is to continue working on the survey and forward it to the entire committee for review when it is complete. Ralph Buxton is going to call Russ Lay about the possibility of him writing an article for the Outerbanks Voice about the Parks and Recreation Committee.
