Report of Parks and Recreation Committee discussion
The Youth sub-committee discussed three different survey formats they were considering for the Youth surveys.  After discussion, the Committee decided to do informal surveys of 7-18 years olds and the parents of children under 7.  The Youth Committee will forward the survey to Committee members once it is complete.

The Older Adult sub-committee stated they looked at what recreational opportunities are already available to older adults.  They stated the Baum Center in Kill Devil Hills, the dare Center in Manteo and the YMCA all provide numerous activities for older adults.    Katie Burgess stated the YMCA has hired a Coordinator for older adult activities.   The Older Adult sub-committee will be getting more specific statistical information from the Dare and Baum centers.

The facilities sub-committee reviewed the Town’s existing inventory.  They stated the surface of the multi-use path on the Beach Road is inconsistent and needs to be repaved in some areas.  The drainage in some areas is also bad.  They stated the Town may want to look into building a restroom facility at the Soundside Drive access because it is heavily used.  They also suggested adding a volleyball court at Town Park, adding another field at Satterfield Landing and ballfields at Windmill Point so it could still be used for special events.
Katie Burgess stated the Community Interaction sub-committee has not met yet.

Planner Angela Welsh reviewed the Plan with the committee.  The committee suggested she add a paragraph in the Plan relating to the numerous activities such as put-put, water parks and go carts.  She is also to forward the Plan to the Committee when updates have been made to it for their review.

The Youth sub-committee is to forward the survey to the Committee when it is complete and Staff is to continue working on the Plan.
